James Gresham, FAIA (architect #4524)
passed away on January 16, 2014 after an extended illness. Jim came to
Tucson in 1956 on his way to California. He fell in love with the desert and
made Tucson his home. He was on the faculty of the U of A College of
Architecture from 1962 to 1971. His Talent and passion for architecture not
only touched his students and his colleagues but his work in private practice
included such notable projects as the Integrative Learning Center at the U of
A, AZ dept. of Economic Security in Phoenix, Sharlot Hall Museum in Prescott
and Mountain View Hall at NAU in Flagstaff. Jim was a Fellow of the
American Institute of Architects, and served as president of both the Tucson
and State Chapters of the AIA.
